I.  Steps to Set Up a Linked Server to Oracle from SQL Server 2000

1. Oracle client software must be installed on the Microsoft SQL Server computer.  For directions on this, see the DS documentation on “Installing the Oracle 9i Client and ODBC Driver” found at http://www.ds.uillinois.edu/how_to.asp
Note:  you may need to reboot your server after installing this.  My sql server later froze forcing a reboot.

2. Open Enterprise Manager and navigate to Security > Linked Servers 

3. Right click on “Linked Servers” and select “New Linked Server”
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4. Setup the new linked server as follows
a. Linked Server:  [your name]

b. Provider name:  Microsoft OLE DB Provider for Oracle

c. Data source:  DSPROD01

d. Provider string:  User ID=;Password=;
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e. Local Login:  [your domain]\[your username]

f. Remote User:  [your edw username]

g. Remote Password:  [your edw password]

h. “Be made using the login’s current security context
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i. Click “OK” 

j. Click on the “tables” icon that should appear and confirm the link

II.  Tips:

· The query syntax is as follows:  
select [field] from [your-linked-server-name].[Schema].[TableName]
Note:  I found the above syntax very difficult to implement.  Errors abounded.  Many google folks recommended using passthru queries (see below).
· Here’s a query to run via query analyzer to test connectivity:
SELECT * FROM DS_EDW..EDW.T_STATE_CD
· Here’s a pass thru query:
SELECT top 1 * from openquery(DS_EDW, 'Select DM_STU.T_DM_RA_ANLS_FACT.ACAD_PGM_CD FROM DM_STU.T_DM_RA_ANLS_FACT LEFT JOIN DM_STU.T_DM_RA_CONTACT ON DM_STU.T_DM_RA_ANLS_FACT.RA_CONTACT_KEY = DM_STU.T_DM_RA_CONTACT.RA_CONTACT_KEY')

· Make sure the OLE DB driver is correct.
· Be aware of  case sensitivity
· Get Oracle tables, schema names etc from sql with this proc:
use master
sp_tables_ex N'[your linked server name]'
